in one place and available for the 
purposes of rebuilding as close to the original as possible. 

School district Account management option  Discussion/Action:  Discussion of offer from 
Dan Arndt for SLVUSD to manage AR&PD money in escrow account. Board members present 
leaned toward rejection of this idea, but concept was tabled until the two other board members 
not present have had a chance to consider and weigh in. Tabled until Sept Board Meeting

CZU Anniversary event 8/18-2022  Discussion/Action:  AP&RD is confirmed at the event, 
and will share a table with Beeline Blooms and Lucia Maclean.

Friends of the Alba Schoolhouse  Discussion/Action: Discussion of how FOTASH will 
coordinate with AR&PD. Tax exempt status still in progress, not expected to be approved until 
sometime next year. 

Fourth of July Event  Discussion/Action: Profits of approx $2591 from donations (after $209 
for liability insurance) to be deposited into Union Bank Account. 


Discussion about next year's event include: Possibly more emphasis back to the “traditional” 
events (flag raising, Pledge of Allegiance, sing-a-longs) and how to do that. Importance of 
purchasing a portable PA system for use at next year's event, that will ultimately be available for 
events of all types at the re-built School House. Secretary DeLong to research said system. 
(Note: Joshua Lowe has agreed to coordinate bands for next year's event. Yay!).


Also: Potential of eventually having a multi-media system built-in to the new School House 
structure with 
drop-down screen, projector, sound system, connectable to a lap-top, possibly 
Blu-Tooth, etc. This led to discussion of having a “wish list” on the website so people wanting 
to assist financially could provide funding for a specific want/need.
